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This tourist spot has everything Ojiya related, from souvenirs to local
specialties, and sightseeing. You can also enjoy food and a
hands-on weaving experience. Its location in the city and large
parking lot make it convenient.
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n October 23, 2004, a magnitude 6.8 earthquake centered in
the Chuetsu region occurred. This museum is a hands-on facility
that shows the road from the earthquake to rebuilding in
chronological order.
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There are two large, separate baths for men and women,
including open-air baths, saunas, and Jacuzzis. The stone sauna
is also available as a refreshing way to relax after tiring travels.
You can also enjoy the famous Ojiya Soba.
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This is the principal image of Myoko-ji Temple and designated as an
important cultural property by the Japanese government. It is also
very famous as a matchmaking Buddha. The statue of Aizenmyoo is
unveiled each month on the 26th.
